of new classrooms, labs and prep areas. Additionally, CCC is trying to build with LEED
standards in mind, with a goal to be as sustainable as possible while
keeping within the budget.

Phi Theta Kappa is the honor society for community
college students. Phi Theta Kappa was established in Missouri
in 1918 by the presidents of the 2-year colleges and became
recognized by the American Association of Community
Colleges in 1929 as the official honor society for two-year
colleges. Today, PTK is the largest honor society in American
higher education with more than 1.3 million members and
1,100 chapters located in the 50 United States, US territories,
Canada, Germany, and Japan. Membership is by invitation
only. Students are required to have a 3.5 grade point average
and completed a minimum of 12 hours before they receive
an invitation to join.

At the conference, 4,000 attendees had the opportunity
to hear Christiane Amanpour, CNN’s chief international
correspondent and Emmy Award winner; James Rubin,
international news anchor for SKY news and former Assistant
Secretary of State for Public Affairs under President Bill
Clinton; and George Will, a Pulitzer Prize winning newspaper
columnist, speak as well as attend breakout sessions on topics
relevant to Phi Theta Kappa and community college students.
