Our Radiologic Technology program is a 2 year program at Scott Community College. We have an informational meeting held every advising day at the college, one in the fall and one in the spring.  This meeting tells everything about the program and you will have the opportunity to speak with current radiography students about the program.  It is held at 9:00 in room 1316 at the Belmont Campus. To get on the Pre-Radiologic Technology roster you just have to apply to the college and declare radiography as your major. You are then on the list, but you are a pre-rad student until you get into the actual program.  The entrance criteria has been changed to a point system and grades.  This change will be in effect for the fall 2011 students.  18 Students are enrolled in the actual rad tech program each fall. The student must sign up and declare Rad Tech as their major and  meet all the pre-reqs. I have attached our information brochure for the Radiography program.
