Admissions

Thank you for showing interest in the Radiologic Technology program at Eastern Iowa Community College District.  Enclosed is a brochure with helpful information should you decide to go into the Radiologic Technology program.  In addition, the following will assist you in getting started.

1. Due to the fact that we have a limited number of clinical slots available, we accept a limited number of students per year to start in the fall semester.  These are selected during the interview phase in the spring prior to admission into the program.  Note:  It is the student’s responsibility to contact Jan Jacobs M.A., R.T.(R) at (563) 441-4265 between January 15- February 20 to make an appointment for a March interview.  If you do not make an appointment during these times, you will not be considered for the next fall class.
2. These students are selected based upon the admission criteria for the program, enclosed. Once the admission criterion has been met, students will be ranked by a point system set up by the program. The criteria and point system is attached. 

3. While you are waiting for the interview phase, you must take at least 12 semester hours of pre-reqs. and college course work toward the RT degree as listed on the brochure in the admission criteria.  There are five courses you can take while you are waiting for admission into the program.  (If you have not had high school courses or college courses in, biology, chemistry or physics with a C or better, you will need to complete these courses). You will need to take a college math/ logical reasoning course. This requirement includes a math course of a 100 level or above or HIT-139 Math for the Healthcare Professional.
4. If you have not filled out a college application, you will need to do this in order to be considered for admission to the program. If you have already applied to the college under another major, you will need to fill out a change of major form.  Once the college has received and processed your application (or change of major form), you will be placed on the Pre-Rad list.  At the time of your interview, if you meet the admission criteria, you will be ranked with other students according to the point system that is in place. The date of the application/change of major will only apply if there is a tie with the point system.
